In this course you will strengthen your intermediate writing skills as you read, think, discuss,
plan and write. You will focus on your grammar, punctuation, sentence structure and word use
in a variety of five-paragraph essay patterns including description, narration, comparison and
definition. This nontransferable course earns 3.0 units that can be applied only to the AA/AS
Degree.

Student Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of this course, you will be able to:
1. Generate essays with a clear thesis statement.
2. Write essays showing support of a thesis statement.
3. Construct complete sentences with few errors in sentence structure such as fragments,
comma splices, and run-on sentences.

Course Objectives

1. Develop and use discovery techniques and apply these techniques to expository writing
with 3 to 5 paragraph essays.

2. Generate ideas based upon knowledge of concrete data and will be able to express ideas
amply in terms of an emerging thesis statement.
