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HONORS 

. The junior college degree is awarded to a student who ful­
fills a �t�w�o�-�y�e�a�~� organized program of work, either of an occu­
pahonal-vocahonal-technical type or of a lower-division four­
�y�~� college type. Consequently, the degree does not in itself 
enhtle a student to transfer to advanced standing in a four­
year, �c�~�l�l�e�g�e� or, university. Each institution prescribes its own 
admIssIon reqUIrements. A student who wishes to transfer to 
the upper division of a four-year college must satisfy the 
course, unit, and grade reqUirements of the college he wishes 
to enter.

RESIDENCE REQUIREMENTS 

The residence of a student who is under twenty-one years 
of age is that of his father; or his mother if the father is not 
living; or of his legal guardian_ The address of a married 
student, regardless of age, is his current residence. 

Residents of any part of the State not included in another 
junior college district who meet entrance requirements will be 
admitted upon filing the credentials described under Admission 
Requirements. Applicants from another California district 
maintaining a junior college cannot be admitted unless they 
have been granted an inter-district permit. 

DEFERMENT OF STUDENTS UNDER SELECTIVE
