Test, debug and evaluate ERP system performance; identify and rectify potential program
failures.

Design and maintain database and file structures used by the institution ERP system; establish,
link, join and relate data within tables via scripts; maintain flow charts or narrative description of
program flow, purpose and operation; examine output data from program operations to verify
and assure accuracy and completeness of data.
