
2. What is the relationship between community colleges and the university? 
Universities offer both lower division (freshman and sophomore) and upper division (junior and 
senior) coursework. Community colleges offer lower division courses only. The university 
accepts certain community college courses as comparable to courses that are required for 
freshman and sophomore students at the university through a process called articulation. In that 
way, community college courses become transferable and counted toward the requirements to 
graduate from the university with a bachelor's degree.
